Are there non-monetary 
ways we can help? Think about what you really need. Tech help? Expertise? Access to printing? 

7. Budget: Please submit all the information asked for. How well you understand your budget tells us a lot 
about your project. Accuracy is key.  We understand grant applications can be tedious and unnecessarily 
complex, and we have made every effort to simplify this program to be straightforward and as brief as 
possible. You can apply for up to $1,000.
